TREC is a relatively new sport in equestrian circles and one that every horse and rider can enjoy. The emphasis is on having fun with your horse!

The sport is made up of 3 phases, all designed to test horse and rider through various challenges

We will be running two classes Novice and introductory. 

A Special award will be made to the EFA affiliated club with the most entrants and the best performed novice and beginner TARC rider.

Phase A: Orienteering- involves riding a marked route following a map. It is not a race and the pace is regulated, optimum riding time 1.5 hours for Novice competitors, approx 12 km, and 1 hour for introductory riders, approx 6 Km. 

Phase B: Control of Gaits-  Novice -  involves cantering along a lane as slowly as possible and walking back as quickly as possible without breaking into a trot . Introductory - involves trotting along a lane as slowly as possible and walking back as quickly as possible without breaking into a trot

Phase C: Cross Country obstacle Course-has between 10-15 obstacles like riding/leading up and down steep slopes and over obstacles, crossing water, going under low branches, reining back between poles, immobility, s- bends, bending, and jumping/ stepping over small logs.

To reduce waiting times for the control of paces and obstacle course riders will be allocated an hour in which they will ride these, check the website after the 28/2/2010 to find out your time.

Conditions of Entry

1. Entry fees must accompany entries.

2. Competitors must pay a $20 levy if they are NOT a member of the EFA TARC or an EFA affiliated club. Members of the EFA or affiliated clubs will need to provide evidence of their membership. Non-members must also sign a non-member waiver, which must be submitted before riding on the day. (Can be obtained off the TARC or NCEC website).

3. Late entries will only be accepted at the discretion of the club.  ALL late entries will incur a late fee of $10 in addition to the usual fee.

4. No refunds will be made after the closing date for entries. The club will refund 50% of entry fees when presented with a veterinary or medical certificate within 48 hours of the competition.

5. Ribbons will be awarded to fifth place in all classes. 

6. TARC Inc. is not responsible for any damage, loss, illness, injury, or accident to persons, animals or equipment.

7. Dogs must be kept on leads at all times and are not allowed in the competition area.

8. One horse for each rider only

9. All competitors are required to wear an AS/NZS 3838 1998 or EN 1384 or ASTN F1 163 helmet and suitable horse riding footwear or caged stirrups at all times when mounted. Failure to comply with this ruling will result in elimination.

10. Riders under 12 years must be accompanied by an adult and will not incur a penalty in the orienteering phase.

11. Any rider who is judged by the organisers to be guilty of abusive riding will be eliminated from the event.

12. At all stages of the competition, the welfare of horse and rider must take precedence over all other demands. Horses and competitors must be fit, competent and in good health. Horses that are judged by the organisers to be unsound will be eliminated from the event.

13. We recommend that Mobile phones be carried for use in emergency

14. EFA Disclaimer Forms must be completed and submitted with the entry form if you are a member of the EFA or TARC.  Non-members must submit the waiver of liability available on the tarc website.
